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About the program 
RealGuitar ToolBox is an “add-on” product for RealGuitar 2 letting you use RealGuitar unique 
features in a whole new and creative way in live performance: 

- Play solo and accompaniment guitar parts simultaneously with two individual RealGuitars 
from a single keyboard using the advanced key split MIDI Input; 

- Perform accompaniment guitar part with RealGuitar and solo part with any third party synth 
loaded directly to RealGuitar ToolBox; 

- Switch on the fly between up to 12 RealGuitars having fully individual settings, including 
guitar patch, performance mode, any parameter values, panning, etc; 

- Save all configurations as RG ToolBox presets for future use. 
 
Important: 
To run RealGuitar ToolBox you must have RealGuitar version 2.0 or later installed on your system.

Installing RealGuitar ToolBox 

Installing PC version 
Double-click RealGuitar ToolBox Installer file and follow the on-screen instructions. In case your 
VSTplugins folder is not registered correctly RealGuitar ToolBox installer will not automatically 
copy RealGuitarToolBoxVSTi.dll to your VSTPlugins folder. So to let your VST host ‘find’ 
RealGuitar ToolBox you have to manually copy RealGuitarToolBoxVSTi.dll from RealGuitar 
ToolBox  installation folder to your VSTplugins folder. 

Installing Mac version 
Double-click RealGuitar ToolBox Installer icon and follow the on-screen instructions. 
 



Working with RealGuitar ToolBox 

Launching RealGuitar ToolBox 
 
Double-click RealGuitarToolBox.exe file to run it standalone, or select it from Start 
menu\Programs\MusicLab\RealGuitar ToolBox folder (Windows). Double-click 
\Applications\RealGuitar ToolBox\RealGuitar ToolBox application to run it standalone (Mac). 

RealGuitar ToolBox window opens: 
 

 
 

 

You can also run RealGuitar ToolBox as DXi in Sonar, as VST in Cubase, as AU in Logic using 
standard options. Click Options to check MIDI In and Audio Out settings. Click 'Select Tool' 
combo box to select the 'Tool' configuration among three available: 
 

 

RG Accompanist - splitted MIDI input with left key range pre-defined for RealGuitar2, and right 
key range for playing solo part with any third party VSTi/DXi/Dls/Au instrument loaded directly to 
RG ToolBox.  

RG Dozen - automatically loads 12 default RealGuitars to 12 Pads that you can remotely select by 
MIDI note or by Program Change command.  

RG Duet - splitted MIDI input with two RealGuitars pre-loaded: RealGuitar A (right key range for 
solo part) and RealGuitar B (left key range for accompaniment part).  



RG Accompanist Tool 
 

 

RG Accompanist Tool splits MIDI keyboard into two sections that allows to perform 
accompaniment part with RealGuitar2 in the left zone and solo part with any third party 
synth/sampler in the right zone.  

You have two tracks/channels for solo and accompaniment instruments. 

Solo track (upper channel) 

You can load any available synth/sampler to the upper track, but previously RG ToolBox should 
scan the instruments installed on you computer: 
 

- Click Solo track combo box to open ‘Select Synthesizer’ window 
 

 
 

- Click Scan to open ‘PortService Options’ window 
 



 
 

- Check Scan Synthesizers section 

- Click to select VSTi, DXi, DLS, or AU group(s) you want to scan 

- In the lower part click 'magnifier' icon to browse your VST plugins folder  

- Check 'Manual Select' box and click OK to start searching for the list of available 
instruments 

- 'Select Plugins to Scan' window will open showing the list of the found instruments 
 

 
 

- Check the instrument(s) you will use for solo parts and click 'Scan' button 



- After the scan is complete you can load the needed instrument to Solo track by selecting its 
name in the list and pressing OK (or simply double-clicking instrument name) 

 

 

The selected instrument will be loaded to Solo channel and its name will appear on the track. 
Click 'Finger' icon at the right of instrument name to open its window: 

Accompaniment track (lower channel) 

You can only use the pre-defined RealGuiar2 for this track. Click ‘Finger’ icon to open RealGuitar 
window for settings. 

Tool Setup window 

 

Click ‘Hammer’ button and select ‘This Tool…’ item in popup menu to make settings for the 
current Tool in the Setup window: 
  

 
 



Controllers section (left): Pitch Bender, Modulation Wheel, Aftertouch, Sustain Pedal buttons. 
Click the button(s) to select controller(s) you want to be used in left and right zones individually. 

Split section (middle) - click Split bar and press a note on your MIDI keyboard to set the split point 
between Accompaniment (left) and Solo (right) zones. 

Transpose section (right) allows to transpose MIDI input by octaves for each track individually. 

Note that all edits will be automatically saved as the current Tool setup. 



RG Dozen Tool 

 

RG Dozen allows to use up to 12 RealGuitars at a time, and remotely switch between them using 
MIDI note or Program Change commands. 

Pads 

12 Pads represent 12 separate RealGuitar instances each of which can be used with fully individual 
settings, including guitar patch, all parameters, pan/volume 

Note, that if you use the same guitar patch in all 12 RG's that takes the same RAM amount as for 
the single one! Used memory info shown in any RG black rectangle is common for all 12 RGs. 

- Click a Pad to activate RealGuitar instance loaded to that Pad 

- Click ‘Finger’ button to open RealGuitar window of the selected Pad (you can open several 
RG windows for several Pads at a time) 

- Volume, Pan, Key+, Open window, and Pad Preset buttons will work for selected Pad/RG 
individually (Audio Effect is common for all Pads) 

You can remotely switch between Pads/RealGuitars by pressing the assigned note range keys or by 
sending program change commands according to the Setup window settings. 

Setup window 

Click ‘Hammer’ button->’This Tool’ to open RG Dozen Setup window: 
 

 
  

- Check 'Switch by notes' box for key remote control, click on note range bar to assign the 
needed note range ( C0-B0 by default) 

- Check 'Switch by program change' box for program change remote control, in the Pr. 
Change bar assign the appropriate program numbers range (not more than 12, of course) 

- Uncheck 'Numbers in NumPads' box to see your assigned note names or program change ## 
on the Pads 



- ‘Modifier auto break’ check box works for Unison mode described below 

- Click OK to save settings 

Unisons 

RG Dozen Tool allows linking several RealGuitars to create unison sounding. The linked 
RealGuitars will be simultaneously triggered from a MIDI keyboard. 

How to link RealGuitars: 

A modifier button with a mouse picture lets you link Pads with each other: 

 
‘Mouse’ button has two states when clicked - dark green and light green. 

a) Dark means that Dozen works as normal - clicking any Pad will select it (newly selected Pad 
becomes dark green) 

b) When ‘Mouse’ button is light green you can click a Pad to ‘link’ it to previously selected one – it 
becomes light green showing that the Pad is linked to the dark (main) Pad. After you make a link 
the Mouse button is automatically set to ‘Normal’ (Dark) state in case ‘Modifier auto break’ box in 
Setup window is checked. 

Pad#9 is linked to Pad#1(main): 
 

 
Now when you select the main (dark green) Pad of the two or more linked you can play all RGs 
loaded to all linked Pads simultaneously. Note that when you select light green Pad it will work as 
individual (unlinked) Pad. 

To unlink Pad - click on ‘Mouse’ button to make it light green and then press the Pad you want to 
unlink.  

You can also use more convenient Cmd+mouse (Ctrl+mouse) to link/unlink Pads. 

Note: Remote control will only select Pads - but can't link/unlink them. 



RG Duet Tool 

 

Duet Tool features two tracks/channels that can use only RealGuitar as instrument.  

MIDI input is splitted to 4 sections providing you with Main zone and Left Repeat zone for both 
RealGuitars - RealGuitar A (right hand performance) and RealGuitar B (left hand performance). 
That allows to fully control both RealGuitars from a 5-octave keyboard having C1-C6 note range. 

Default split settings: 

C1-D#1 - Left Repeat zone of RG-A 
E1-B2  - Main zone of RG-B 
C3-B4  - Main Zone of RG-A 
C5-C6  - Right Repeat zone of RG-B 

RG Duet Keyboard Layout (default)

Setup window 

 
 

Split section (middle): 

Three split point bars allow to control 4 keyboard sections (blue for RG-A, green for RG-B on the 
diagram). 

- Left bar sets the split note between Left Repeat zone of RG-A and Main zone of RG-B 

- Middle bar sets the split note between Main Zone of RG-B and Main zone of RG-A 

- Right bar sets the split note between Main zone of RG-A and Right Repeat zone of RG-B   

Click any bar to change the split point by pressing the appropriate note on MIDI keyboard. 

Note. You can’t change the outer borders of the full range fixed to C1-C6. 

Controllers section (left): Pitch Bender, Modulation Wheel, Aftertouch, Sustain Pedal buttons. 
Click the button(s) to select controller(s) you want to be used in left and right zones individually. 

Transpose section (right) - allows to transpose any part MIDI output by octaves individually (e.g. 
you may need to transpose RG-A one or two octave down to play solo part in the lower guitar 
range). 



Audio Effects 

You can add audio effects installed on your system to RealGuitar ToolBox output: 
 
RG Accompanist - individual effect sets for each channel 
RG Dozen  - one effect set for all Pads/RealGuitars 
RG Duet  - individual effect sets for each channel 

Adding Audio Effects 

Click FX button to open Audio Effects window. 

 
Click '+' button to open Select Audio Effect window with the list of available audio effects. 

 
Click Effect name in the list and press OK (or simply double-click FX name). The Effect will be 
added to Audio Effects window. If you didn't scan effects during previous steps click Scan button to 
search/scan audio effects available on your system, similar scanning instruments described in RG 
Accompanist/Solo track chapter. 

Use check box to the left of FX name to 'bypass' the effect. 



Click 'Finger' button to open the selected Effect window to make settings. 

Presets 

RealGuitar ToolBox allows to save/load various kinds of Presets: 

- Tool Preset for saving all settings and edits made in all tracks/channels/instruments/effects, as well 
as all mixer settings (pan/volume) 

- Instrument Preset for saving all settings made for each individual instrument currently used on the 
track 

- Effect Preset for saving Effect settings 

Creating Preset 

Click Preset button to open Preset window. 

 

Click the upper bar and tape preset name, then press Save button. Preset will be saved within 
RealGuitar ToolBox. 

To load Preset open Preset window, select the needed one in the list, and press Load button (or 
simply double-click Preset name).
